WHO:

Jeffrey Sachs is Quetelet Professor of Sustainable Development, Professor of Health Policy and Management, and Director of the Earth Institute at Columbia University. Sachs is one of the most important economists in the world. In the wide scope of his work he has focused on such topics as health and development, economic geography, globalization, and international financial markets.  Sachs has worked globally, alongside governments of Latin America and Eastern Europe, Pope John Paul II, and UN Secretary General Kofi Annan.  He has received numerous honorary degrees and in September 1991 was honored with the Frank E. Seidman Award in Political Economy. In June of 2000 he received the Bernhard Harms Prize in Kiel, Germany.  His most recent books are Macroeconomics in the Global Economy and The End of Poverty: Economic Possibilities for Our Time.
Amartya Sen is Lamont University Professor and Professor of Economics and Philosophy at Harvard University, and until recently was Master of Trinity College, Cambridge.  He is best known for his ideas on poverty, including famine, human development theory and welfare economics.  Sen’s books include Collective Choice and Social Welfare; On Economic Inequality; Poverty and Famines; Choice, Welfare and Measurement; The Standard of Living; Inequality Reexamined; Development as Freedom and Rationality and Freedom.  Amartya Sen is a Fellow of the British Academy, Foreign Honorary Member of the America Academy of Arts and Sciences, and a member of the American Philosophical Society.  He received the Nobel Prize in Economics in 1998 and the Bharat Ratna in 1999, among many other honors.

Gareth Stedman Jones is Professor of Political Science at the History Faculty, University of Cambridge and Director of the Centre for History and Economics, at Cambridge. His work is focused on modern European politics and he is an authority on Marx and the history of political thought from the French Revolution.  Stedman Jones’s books include Outcast London: A Study in the Relationship Between Classes in Victorian Society; Languages of Class: Studies in English Working Class History; Charles Fourier: the Theory of the Four Movements; Karl Marx and Friedrich Engels: The Communist Manifesto; and An End to Poverty?

Emma Rothschild is the Director of the Centre for History and Economics, Kings College, Cambridge.  She is also a visiting professor at Harvard University.  Emma Rothschild is known for her work on the history of economics and of economic thought.  She is chairman of the Kennedy Memorial Trust and of the United Nations Foundation Board Executive Committee.  Her work includes Economic Sentiments: Adam Smith, Condorcet and the Enlightenment and Science and Technology in the New Socio-Economic Context.

The Heyman Center is Columbia University's central site for the Humanities.
