Michael Fried is an internationally renowned art historian, art 
critic, and poet.  He is J.R. Herbert Boone Professor of the Humanities at The Johns Hopkins University.  His major publications include ABSORPTION AND THEATRICALITY: PAINTING AND BEHOLDER IN THE AGE OF DIDEROT;  MANET'S MODERNISM; and MENZEL'S REALISM: ART AND EMBODIMENT IN NINETEENTH-CENTURY BERLIN, as well as THE NEXT BEND IN THE ROAD, a book of poems.  In 2002 he gave the Mellon Lectures in the Fine Arts at the National Gallery of Art, and in 2004 he received a Mellon Distinguished Achievement Award.  He is currently at work on a book on recent photography.
Diarmuid Costello is Leverhulme Trust Research Fellow and 
Senior Lecturer in the Theory of Art at Oxford Brookes University, UK. Trained in fine art and philosophy, he brings a philosophical perspective to bear on recent debates in art theory, notably the marginalisation of aesthetics in art theory after modernism. He is currently working on a monograph titled AESTHETICS AFTER MODERNISM.
Gregg M. Horowitz is Associate Professor of Philosophy at 
Vanderbilt University. He is the author of SUSTAINING LOSS: ART AND MOURNFUL LIFE and co-editor of THE WAKE OF ART: CRITICISM, PHILOSOPHY, AND THE ENDS OF TASTE, on the philosophy of art of Arthur Danto.  He is currently at work on THE WEAK FATHER, a book on political authority after Freud.
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
