WHO:

Stephen Greenblatt is Cogan University Professor of the Humanities at Harvard University.  He is known as father of the New Historicist school of literary criticism, which claims that literature cannot be understood without reference to the sociological context in which it was produced.  Among his books are Renaissance Self-fashioning: From More to Shakespeare; Shakespearean Negotiations: The Circulation of Social Energy in Renaissance England; Learning to Curse: Essays in Early Modern Culture; Marvelous Possessions: The Wonder of the New World; Hamlet in Purgatory; and Will in the World: How Shakespeare Became Shakespeare.  Stephen Greenblatt previously served as the Harry Levin Professor of Literature at the University of California, Berkley. In 2002 he was awarded the Mellon Distinguished Humanist Award. 

Jonathan Lear is the John U. Nef Distinguished Service Professor at the Committee on Social Thought and a Professor of Philosophy at the University of Chicago.  Lear’s work is focused on a philosophical conception of the psyche from Socrates to the present.  He is considered a leading commentator on Freud.  His books include Aristotle and Logical Theory; Aristotle: The Desire to Understand; Love and its Place in Nature: A Philosophical Interpretation of Freudian Psychoanalysis; Open Minded: Working Out the Logic of the Soul, Happiness, Death and the Remainder of Life, Therapeutic Action: An Earnest Plea for Irony, and   Freud.  Among Jonathan Lear’s honors are the Heinz Hartmann Award, which he received in 1993, as well as a Guggenheim Fellowship and a National Endowment for the Humanities Fellowship.
The Heyman Center is Columbia University's central site for the Humanities. It brings together the interests not only of the various departments in the Humanities but also the broad conceptual, methodological and value-laden issues that are of interest to the natural sciences and the professional schools of Law, Medicine, Journalism, Arts, and International Affairs.

The Heyman Center presents several events on various themes in the Humanities throughout the Fall and Spring semesters each year, which are open not only to all at Columbia but to everyone in New York City and beyond.
