WHO:
Sir Jonathan Miller is a brilliant polymath and legendary director of theatre and opera. He rose to international prominence as a writer/performer in the 1960’s hit revue Beyond the Fringe, and has had an illustrious career as a director of Shakespeare. Miller’s work in opera is also highly acclaimed and has appeared in the most prestigious opera houses, including Glyndbourne, the Met, and La Scala.  Along with his canonical achievements on the stage his successes span numerous genres, such as his work in television, writing and sculpture.  Jonathan Miller is a Fellow of the Royal College of Physicians in London and in Edinburgh, and is a Foreign Member of the American Academy or Arts and Sciences.  In 1997 he received the honorary title Doctor of Letter by Cambridge University.

Colin McGinn is a Professor of Philosophy at Rutgers University.  McGinn’s work is concerned with philosophy of the mind, including consciousness, intentionality and imagination, and also with other areas of philosophy, like metaphysics and epistemology; he is known for promoting New Mysterianism.  He is also a novelist.  Colin McGinn’s work includes The Character of Mind; The Problem of Consciousness; Problems in Philosophy: The Limits of Inquiry; The Mysterious Flame: Conscious Minds in a Material World; Logical Properties: Identity, Existence, Predication, Necessity, Truth and Philosophy from the Inside.  McGinn was awarded the John Locke Prize from Oxford in 1973.

The Heyman Center is Columbia University's central site for the Humanities. It brings together the interests not only of the various departments in the Humanities but also the broad conceptual, methodological and value-laden issues that are of interest to the natural sciences and the professional schools of Law, Medicine, Journalism, Arts, and International Affairs.
